Intent

At The Vine Schools, our Art and Design curriculum is carefully crafted to nurture the creative talents of every pupil, fostering a lifelong appreciation and
passion for the arts. The primary intent of our curriculum is to ensure that all pupils have the opportunity to produce creative and imaginative work,
expressing their thoughts and ideas through a variety of artistic media. We aim to provide meaningful opportunities for children to explore their own
experiences, experiment with different materials, and reflect on and evaluate the work of others. Art becomes a powerful medium for self-expression and
emotional development, enabling pupils to explore topical issues such as pollution, discrimination, and the world around them.

We believe that all children should become confident and proficient in a range of artistic techniques, including drawing, painting, sculpture, and other craft
skills. This broad exposure to art equips them with the tools needed to develop their creativity and expand their technical skills. Through the exploration of
both contemporary and historical art, children will also gain an understanding of famous artists, designers, and craft makers, and how art has shaped and
continues to shape our culture and society. This fosters a deeper curiosity about the role of art and design, as well as a sense of ownership over their
learning.

In addition to fostering creativity, we aim to support the emotional and social development of our pupils. Through art, children can explore and express their
feelings, build their emotional intelligence, and develop the resilience and perseverance needed to critique and improve their own work. Our Art curriculum
ensures that pupils’ emotional expression, self-esteem, and understanding of their place in the world are nurtured alongside their creative growth.

Implementation

The Art and Design curriculum at The Vine Schools is structured and sequenced to build on skills and knowledge progressively. In Early Years, we lay the
foundations by focusing on fine motor skills and early art techniques, ensuring that pupils have the necessary skills to engage with more complex tasks as
they move through their school journey. Using the ‘Access Art’ scheme, we provide opportunities for pupils to experiment with different materials and
techniques, revisiting and building on previous knowledge to ensure continued development.

As pupils progress through each year group, art skills are taught in blocks, carefully linked to each year group’s themes to contextualise the learning and
provide meaningful connections. Children are encouraged to experiment with a variety of media, materials, and techniques, ensuring that their artistic
expression becomes more confident and sophisticated over time. These lessons are designed to allow children to explore their creativity freely, while
simultaneously building technical skills, such as the control of pencils, brushes, and other artistic tools.

Our curriculum is designed to offer pupils a wide range of opportunities to showcase their artistic talents, from sketchbooks that track their progress to
displays of their work in classrooms, communal areas, and during art events. Teachers use carefully prepared resources, including knowledge organisers,
PowerPoint slides, and supplementary materials, to ensure that pupils receive high-quality, consistent instruction and that teachers feel confident in
delivering the curriculum. These resources also support the continued development of pupils’ technical vocabulary and understanding of artistic processes.



The curriculum also offers opportunities for pupils to learn about different artistic movements and cultures. From contemporary art to historical periods,
pupils are encouraged to analyse and discuss the work of famous artists, designers, and craft makers, developing an awareness of how art shapes and reflects
the world. Key themes in each key stage encourage pupils to think critically and creatively, making connections between their learning in art and the wider
world around them.

Impact

The impact of the Art and Design curriculum at The Vine Schools is evident through the high-quality artwork produced by our pupils, which consistently meets
the learning objectives and demonstrates a clear progression of skills. Pupils leave our school with a strong sense of personal achievement, confidence in
their artistic abilities, and a broader understanding of the role art plays in society. They are able to express their ideas, both creatively and critically, with
confidence.

As children move through the school, they are able to apply their art skills across other areas of the curriculum, integrating their creativity into a wide range
of subjects and demonstrating how art can enrich and enhance their overall learning experience. Peer assessment and self-reflection are key components of
our curriculum, with pupils regularly evaluating their own work and offering constructive feedback to their peers. This process develops their critical thinking,
self-awareness, and understanding of artistic theory and practice.

The progression of skills is clear in children’s sketchbooks, where they document their artistic journey, showcasing their increasing competence in a variety of
techniques. Pupils are expected to know, apply, and understand the technical vocabulary associated with art and design, and can speak confidently about
their work, the artists they study, and the skills they have developed.

Pupil voice is also an integral part of our assessment process. Through discussions with pupils, we gauge their growing understanding of art and design, their
curiosity about the world, and their ability to critically engage with their own work and the work of others. Teachers have high expectations of all pupils, and
the evidence presented in a variety of ways—from classroom displays to individual portfolios—demonstrates the success of our approach in fostering
creativity, technical skill, and intellectual curiosity.

Overall, our Art and Design curriculum has a lasting impact on pupils, building their artistic proficiency, enhancing their emotional development, and
encouraging them to continue exploring and creating long after they leave The Vine Schools.

Drawing

shapes as well as using different surfaces to draw on.
Children are also exposed to using different materials to
draw with such as pencils, felt tips, charcoal, crayons, chalk
and pastels.
